Q2: authorial
papers. F: Q3 (a reprint of Q2) lightly
annotated from a theatrical manuscript
affecting SDD and SPP but not
dialogue

King Lear Q1: authorial papers. F: Q2
(a reprint of Q1) heavily annotated
from a theatrical manuscript
(reflecting authorial revision)

1 Henry IV Q1 fragment: authorial
papers. Q2: Q1. F: Q6 (descended
from Q2) annotated from a theatrical
manuscript affecting SDD and SPP
and religious swearing in dialogue

Love's Labour's Lost Q1: reprint of a
lost edition set from authorial papers.
F: Q1 lightly annotated by reference
to a theatrical manuscript.

The Merchant of Venice Q1: authorial
papers. F: Q1 sporadically annotated
by reference to a theatrical manuscript
